32 County Sovereignty Movement was founded at a meeting of like-minded Republican activists in 
Fingal County Dublin on Sunday, December 7th 1997. 
 
Most of those present were members of Sinn Fein who were finding themselves increasingly 
marginalised due to their open concerns at the direction which the party was being led following 
revelations of Britain’s latest proposals for "peace" in Ireland. 
 
Minutes from that first gathering point out how,  
 
" Those attending the meeting shared a common concern regarding the failure of the current peace talks 
to tackle the key issue of Irish Sovereignty. Indeed it was felt that the peace talks, based on the Mitchell 
and joint framework documents which guarantee a Unionist veto, will ensure an internal Six-county 
settlement and prohibit the probability of an end to partition" 
 
Many of those present had been ‘advised’ to keep quiet about their concerns and others were simply 
expelled from SF with no real explanation. 
 
It was in such circumstances that these Sinn Fein members found it necessary to organise themselves into 
an ‘identifiable unit’ in order to prevent themselves from being ‘scattered into the political wilderness’ 
which was what the Provisional leadership had hoped for. 
 
Formerly called the 32 County Sovereignty Committee (as in a committee inside SF) the individuals 
were then formally expelled from the party necessitating the formation of a distinct organisation the 32 
County Sovereignty ‘Movement’. 
The original constitution stated that the first aim of the organisation was to:  
 
"Seek to achieve broad unity amongst the Republican family on the single issue of Irish Sovereignty" 
 
There was considerable agreement and admiration within Republicanism for the stance which the 32csm 
had taken and many key figures within SF privately admitted at the time to agreeing with the 
organisation. 
 
The willingness of the Provisional leadership to compromise on such a key principle as the Sovereignty 
of the nation had caused confusion, even panic within the Republican grassroots nation-wide, a fact 
which was highlighted by the enthusiastic response the 32 CSM received during a series of lectures it had 
organised in Belfast, Dublin and Dundalk in the same week as the GFA was revealed. 

"We declare the right of 
the people of Ireland to 
the ownership of 
Ireland, and to the 
unfettered control of 
Irish destinies, to be 
sovereign and 
indefeasible."

 Statement from Republican Prisoners E3 to the Irish Prison  

Service.  
 
The Irish Prison Service (IPS) states in its mission statement that one of 
its goals is to try to maintain relationships between prisoners and their 
families. This is one of the reasons for it's Temporary Release (TR) 
programme. When a prisoner is released his chances of settling back 
into normal family relationships are improved. The programme was also 
to help prisoners to seek housing accommodation and social welfare 
payments and help further their education upon release.  
 
The process for Political prisoners has always been compassionate on 
TR. We have always obeyed the rules set out surrounding releases of 
this nature. We have always maintained the integrity of being 
Republican prisoners by returning on time and there has never been an 
issue with this. We recognise the importance of these releases on the 
grounds that if we are to maintain family ties important events must be 
attended. In the past the IPS has allowed Republican prisoners to attend 
funerals of family and loved ones. It has also allowed for important 
religious events such as Christenings, First Holy Communions and 
Confirmations.  
 
It has recently stopped all of this without any explanation being given. 
Examples of this include denials of applications to attend children’s 
First Holy Communions and funerals of close relatives. One application 
was submitted when a Republican prisoner’s only aunt passed away and 
the application came back denied after the funeral had already taken 
place. Another application was denied for a prisoner to attend the 
funeral of his twin’s mother and denied again for the twins 
Confirmation eight months after the death of their mother.  
We the Republican prisoners of E3 landing will not tolerate this blatant 
discrimination and unjust treatment. It is only following recent events in 
the six counties that this unfair treatment of our prisoners has 
intensified. We believe it is directly related and until the IPS and the 
Governor of Portlaoise Prison are willing to stop this harassment and 
mistreatment of all Republican prisoners we will commence protest. We 
will not be used as leverage for the British and Free State governments. 
 

Return of  Interment 

Terry McCafferty is an Irish POW, who had his 
license revoked after serving 6 years in Maghaberry 
gaol. His license was revoked by the British 
Secretary of State and he was taken back to gaol just 
days before his first Christmas with his young family 
in 6 years, he had only been released a few weeks. 
There has been no explanation from the British 
Secretary of  State Paul Goggins as to why his license 
was revoked. 
 
We have little doubt that there is no reason for 
Terry's license to be revoked and we believe it may 
be a spiteful reaction to the release of the Derry Four. 
It is quite clear that M15 did not get the result they 
wanted in the Special Criminal Court in Dublin and 
they have ordered that Terry be imprisoned due to the 
fact he has been recently released and his first 
Christmas with his family for years. It was designed 
to cause maximum misery to Republicans. 
 
The 32 County Sovereignty Movement call on all 
Republicans to unite to ensure that this spiteful action 
be overturned immediately. 

An Irishman charged with trying to buy arms 
for Irish Republicans has been refused bail by a 
court in the Lithuanian capital, Vilnius.  

Michael Campbell, 36, from Dundalk, County Louth, 
had applied for bail pending his trial, for which a date 
has yet to be set.  

However, a spokeswoman for Lithuanian Justice 
Ministry said he would remain in custody in Lukiskiu 
Prison. Lawyers for Mr Campbell deny he was trying 
to buy arms for the IRA.  

They said that he had been trying to buy cigarettes, 
not arms and explosives, when he was arrested last 
January and had been set up by Lithuanian, British 
and Irish intelligence services. Attempting to obtain 
weapons illegally carries a sentence of up to eight 
years in Lithuania, and supporting terrorism 20 years.  

Michael Comes from a large Republican family in 
North Louth and the inhumane conditions he faces in 
his jail is subhuman.
