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PROTECT OUR ELDERLY IN 

TYRONE 

 Attacks on the elderly have increased in recent 
times with break-in’s and robbery of the most 
vulnerable people in our society. This in itself is a 
terrible experience for those who suffer, but to beat 
a helpless and defenceless elderly person is an act of 
depravity which could never be excused.  

 On top of this a person’s independence is totally 
shattered and in most cases reported the victim has 
difficulty living out their years without fear and are 
unable to live a full life on their own. Their privacy 
has been invaded, their personal and sentimental 
items have been vandalized as well as having their 
homes wrecked and ransacked. 

 The 32 County Sovereignty Movement abhors such 
wanton cruel acts and asks the community across 
Tyrone and especially in rural isolated areas to check 
regularly on their elderly neighbours and to make 
sure they are well and are not in need of anything.  

 We ask the people to be vigilant and look out for 
strangers and suspicious activity across the county 
and to report to the 32 CSM anything they feel is out 
of character for their area (no matter how small) so 
our elderly can be protected. 

 The theft of heating oil is also on the increase and 
with winter fuel payments, the elderly are inclined 
to invest in topping up their oil leaving them easier 
targets for the unscrupulous criminals. Again we ask 
neighbours and friends of older persons to check oil 
tanks so that if oil has been stolen the person is 
made aware at the earliest stage so they don’t find 
themselves without heat.  

 The 32 County Sovereignty Movement pledges full 
support to the elderly and communities plagued by 
such anti-social elements. 

 

Prisoners function a huge success. 

On November 27th the Co. Tyrone village of 

Stewartstown was the setting for the Tyrone 

I.R.P.W.A. annual fundraising function. As usual the 

people of Tyrone came out in strength despite a 

large British security forces presence on all roads 

leading to Stewartstown.  All vehicles going through 

the village were stopped and searched by the British 

colonial forces and several people who were 

attending the function were harassed and held for 

up to 30 minutes. A 70 year old woman and mother 

of a former P.O.W. was searched and her shoes 

removed  whilst a heavily pregnant woman who 

was travelling alone was forced to stand on the 

roadside for half an hour as the RUC/PSNI searched 

her person and her vehicle.  Despite the efforts of 

the British forces they failed to dampen the spirits 

of those who came out in support of our prisoners.

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CIVIC OR POLITICAL  POLICING  

You Decide 

 In recent weeks a pensioner reported to the police (PSNI) 
suspicious activity around her home in East Tyrone. She 
was obviously concerned for her own safety and that of 
her neighbours. 

However the PSNI were not as concerned because they 
didn’t arrive with her until the next morning. 

 This showed a complete lack of interest in this pensioner 
and her community. 

 Contrast this to the ongoing harassment of the Republican 
Community whereby a local man was arrested at 7 o’clock 
in the morning, in what has been an ongoing witch hunt in 
relation to several peoples alleged involvement in the 
execution of British soldiers at masereene. 

 This operation included 9 jeeps and 3 car load of police to 
arrest one defenceless man wakened from his sleep by 
them banging on his door. 

 A spokesman for the 32 County Sovereignty Movement 
said, “This type of policing is not acceptable to the 
Republican people. There is no change in practice from the 
RUC and it is clear the Nationalist communities remain 
second class citizens when it comes to policing. 

 Those at Stormont failed their people when they accepted 
British policing in Ireland rather than having stood firm for 
a complete independent policing service that could have 
removed this political aspect of policing. Such failure has 
ensured the practices we are now witnessing across 
Tyrone will continue.
